New low-cost terminal to open at Turku Airport

Finavia, the governing body of Finnish airports, has introduced a so-called “low cost” concept at Turku Airport in Finland. The previous, for the moment empty, maintenance building will be converted into a passenger terminal as of the beginning of April. The terminal will have capacity for between 10 and 12 takeoffs or landings per day.

Finavia strives to promote air transport and to diversify the provision of air transport services in Finland. The concept of low-cost services was first introduced at Tampere-Pirkkala airport in 2003. The same pricing model will now allow budget airlines to operate from Turku Airport.

The first airline to take advantage of the concept is the Hungarian Wizz Air, which will start to operate international flights between Turku and Gdansk, Poland. Flights will be scheduled for Wednesdays and Sundays.

Finavia’s subsidiary Airpro will rent the terminal and operate passenger and ground handling services. 

New terminal open to all airlines

The new passenger terminal will operate on the basis of Finavia’s low-cost concept, which means that a single service provider produces, prices and carries out all of the services that airlines require. Airlines will continue to pay the usual operative airport charges such as landing fees and navigation and security charges as per Finavia’s current price list.

The operating principle of the new terminal is based on a capacity that allows only one aeroplane to be serviced at a time. This means that services are not available around the clock; only at certain agreed times. The terminal and ground handling services will be provided at a basic level of service. Terminal 1 will continue to provide the usual services, at the usual level of service.
